
Funding Streams

Department of State 
(DOS) funds the initial 
relocation of the refugees for 
the first 30 days

VOLAGs are funded to 
provide necessary services for 
30 days including housing, 
food, clothing, transportation, 
and case management

The Department of State provides funding for the initial relocation of refugees.  Approx. 30 days.

In coordination with 
MAAs, the state
allocates ORR funds to 
counties to meet the 
states individual needs

Counties assess the 
needs of Refugees for 
the purpose of making 
them self-sufficient and 
subcontract with MAAs
for services which they 
do not provide

States and Counties assist refugees in attaining self-sufficiency through the use of existing programs for 
low-income households.

NGOs directly provide 
services to Refugees including 
job training, English language 
instruction, and legal services

To assist in their transition and 
ultimate goal of self-sufficiency, 
Refugees are eligible to receive 
numerous benefits from existing 
Federal State and County Services

ORR provides funding to assist refugees in the transition to the ir new communities.  Approx. 8months.
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Office of Refugee 
Resettlement 
(ORR) provides 
funding to the State 
and Non-
Governmental 
Organizations (NGOs) 
to assist in the cost of 
making refugees self-
sufficient

MAAs/NGOs provide many 
of the necessary services to the 
Refugees including job training, 
English courses, legal services, 
etc.
